Leavenworth County Athletic Officials Association
Welcome. My name is Dave Nichols, and I am the Leavenworth County Athletic Officials Association (LCAOA) Soccer Referee Assignor.  We do several things as an association; speak as a united body to better influence the league, provide group insurance for any incidents on the field, and bill the leagues to get you paid.  But our primary concern is to help you get experience and build confidence as a Soccer Referee.  As a new official, I would like to welcome you and explain briefly what I do, what you can expect, and what I expect. 

1. As assignor, I recruit and develop new officials, schedule certification clinics and re-certification clinics, and rules clinics.  I attend coaches meetings, and explain rules changes, interpretation, and enforcement.  Once I receive the schedules from the leagues, I assign officials to each game.  I also track the games you officiate and submit them for pay.  I am the point of contact for the league and coaches pertaining to referee matters.  I am also a principal player in your professional development as a referee.

2. As a soccer official, you are an independent contractor.  You are under no obligation to accept a game. However, once you do, you have accepted a commitment.  I will address any on- field problems you have with coaches, parents, or players with the league for proper resolution. You can expect to receive a timely paycheck.  I normally submit pay information after the first two weeks of the season and then every three weeks after that.  Expect to receive notification of tournaments in the area.  Expect me to work with you as much as possible to get you the games you want to officiate. Expect to have experienced referees work with you in your development as an official.  Expect honest helpful feedback in your performance on the field. 
3. I expect you to officiate to the best of your ability, to behave professionally, and wear the uniform properly.  I expect you to behave toward coaches, players, and spectators with respect, even if they do not deserve it. Once you accept a game, I expect you to do your best to meet your obligations.  I realize that things come up, so let me know as soon as possible so I can find a substitute.  If your pay is incorrect or does not arrive in an appropriate time, contact me.  If you have any problems on the field with coaches, players or spectators, let me know.  Finally, I expect you to ask lots of questions. In almost every case, there will be an experienced referee as part of your officiating crew and they are there to help you develop.
4. Finally, thank you for your interest in the sport of Soccer.
